Helix EuroClub Fundraising Contract
In order to avoid any misunderstandings over fundraising efforts, students and their parent/s who wish to fundraise with the Euro Club are required to sign this contract.
Fundraisers
In order to take part in a tour to Europe, a student must earn approximately $3,500.  If the student falls short of this goal, they or their parents must make up the difference. A variety of fundraisers will be scheduled to allow students to raise funds for a tour of Europe.
· Wreaths/Wreaths for Remembrance – can earn as much as students sell (profit of $5+ per item)
· Pastry Puffins/Butter Braids – can earn as much as students sell (profit of $3.50 - $5.50 per item)

· Helix Rodeo – approximately $750 per year, divided between participating students based on hours worked
· Possible Feed - $500 - $800 (if tickets are presold), what is earned at the feed is divided between the students based on the hours they work at the feed. 
· Possible Raffle – can earn as much as students sell

Contingencies

· A U.S. Bank account is set up for the Helix Euro Club.  Fundraising moneys earned are deposited into this account and credited to the student who has earned the money.  Money deposited into this account may be withdrawn to pay for the tour.

· If a student changes his/her mind and decides not to go, or is not able to go for any reason on a tour to Europe, their fundraising money earned to that point will stay in the Euro trip account and will be divided among the remaining tour participants.  The reason for this stipulation is that students fundraise representing the EuroClub.  For them to take any money raised under these pretenses and use it for any other purpose (a cash bonus or family trip, etc.) is unethical.

· If a student signs up for a Euro trip and then cancels, any refunds issued by the tour company that have been paid out of their Euro trip account will go back into the EuroClub account to be divided evenly amongst the student participants. If a student fails to cancel with the tour company in time to obtain a full or partial refund and they or their parents have paid any part or all of these funds out of personal moneys, this money will be lost to them and not refunded from their Euro tour account.
· If a student transfers out of the district before graduation, they have the option to still go on the Euro trip. If they choose not to participate, any moneys earned prior to their transfer will be forfeited to the Euro account to be divided up evenly amongst the remaining participants.
· Students transferring out of the district will no longer be eligible to fundraise with the Helix EuroClub.

· If a student transfers into the district, that student may opt to begin fundraising for the trip.  Transfer students will receive prorated funds based on the number of years enrolled in Griswold High School if there are any moneys to be divided up due to cancellations or students transferring out of the district.
· Euro Club funds are deposited in an account outside of the Helix School District’s control, jurisdiction & liability. Thus, the superintendent/Helix Board of Directors will not discuss financial matters having to do with this account with students or their parents, nor will they assume any liability for any damages as a result of fundraising or the trip itself.
